To equip students with the understanding and skills necessary for critical 
engagement with, and leadership of, the church’s participation in the 
mission of God. 

To enable students to embody the attitudes, words and actions that 
witness to Christ in ways appropriate to their vocations

Examination of biblical, historical and theological material relevant to the 
understanding and practice of Christian mission and evangelism.  

Some practical engagement with and critique of missional and 
evangelistic practices of the church.
