Aims: 
 

To enable students to acquire a thorough knowledge and 
understanding of the history of their own denomination or church 
tradition. 
To provide students with the opportunity to examine and critique the 
theological principles which underpin their denomination or tradition. 
To enable students to integrate the history, principles and practice of 
the denomination or tradition. 
To provide students with the opportunity to reflect on contemporary 
issues for their denomination or tradition, especially in an ecumenical 
context. 

Content: 
 

This module will focus on one particular Christian denomination or 
tradition, and will include 
An outline of the history of the denomination or tradition from its 
origins to the present day. 
Critical analysis of the theological principles important to the 
denomination or tradition. 
Exploration of the way those principles have been differently 
expressed during the history of the denomination or tradition. 
Examination of the impact of both history and principles in the current 
life of the denomination or tradition and its churches, and in 
ecumenical relations.
