Aims: To reflect critically upon the contemporary relevance of doing theology 

in a global context.  
 
To assess and evaluate the insights of selected Majority World 
theologians.  
 
To study selected doctrines from Majority World perspectives.  
 
To enable students to bring insights from Majority World theologies into 
their vocabulary and discipleship.  
 
To appreciate the significance of migrant Christians and churches in 
Western contexts. 

 
Content: 

 

Critical evaluation of the significance of Christianity’s changed centre of 
gravity for theology.  
 
Examination of a range of Majority World perspectives on some 
Christian doctrines, such as Christology, sin, soteriology.  
 
Analysis of the significance of a range of Majority World theologies for 
expressions of Christian faith and discipleship in the West. 
  
Developing skills in reading the Bible in dialogue with Majority World 
interpretations. 
  
Enabling students to dialogue with and learn from the Majority World 
church, including as encountered in their localities.
