Health Insurance
and Related Matters

All international students are required to subscribe to the following three types of insurance:
1. National Health Insurance (NHI):
This insurance covers 70% of medical expenses for illnesses or injuries incurred during your
stay in Japan. Details will be provided by the International Student Exchange Division upon your
arrival.
2. Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research (PAS, called
"Gakkensai" in Japanese):
This insurance covers unexpected accidents and injuries that occur during study and research
activities within Kyushu University. Details will be provided by each faculty before or after
enrollment.
3.Emergency Secure Plan(ESP):
This insurance covers both Inbound Medical Assistance Service and Emergency Expemse
Insurance. Details will be provided by the International Student Exchange Division upon your
arrival.

*However, we strongly recommend that exchange students also consider purchasing travel
insurance to cover emergency evacuation and repatriation costs, as these are not included in
NHI, PAS and ESP coverage.
